Dip You Know?

The first man-made plastic was created by Alexander
Parkes, who publicly demonstrated it at the 1862
Great International Exhibition in London. The material,
called Parkesine, was an organic material derived from
cellulose that once heated could be molded and retained
its shape when cooled.

Celluloid is derived from cellulose and alcoholized
camphor. John Wesley Hyatt invented celluloid as a
substitute for the ivory in billiard balls in 1868. He first
tried using collodion, a natural substance, after spilling
a bottle of it and discovering that the material dried into
a tough and flexible film. However, the material was
not strong enough to be used as a billiard ball until the
addition of camphor, a derivative of the laurel tree. The
new celluloid could be molded with heat and pressure
into a durable shape.

NPE2012 Surpasses Previous

The NPE2012 International Plastics
Showcase Exposition, which took
place April 1 - 5 in Orlando, Florida,
substantially exceeded NPE2009
in size, and it attracted more
participants from outside the United
States than any other NPE in history.
Taking place in a venue that marked
a dramatic shift after four decades
in Chicago, NPE2012 attracted 1,933
exhibitors, more than in each of the
three previous NPEs.

The total exhibit space occupied
at NPE2012 was 23% greater
than in 2009. There was a 26%
increase in attendance, as 55,359
plastics professionals participated
in NPE2012. Of total attendance in
2012, 26% came from outside the
United States, a substantial increase
compared with any previous NPE.
Fully one-third of these international
visitors came from Latin America,
fulfilling predictions that the new
venue would attract more visitors
from that region than ever before.

Also setting a new record for
international participation was the
number of exhibiting companies
from outside the United States.

China sent the most international
exhibitors with a little over 300.

Another 8% came from the rest
of Asia and the Mideast and 10%
came from Europe. Canada sent
72 exhibitors - the second-largest
country total after China. The 28
exhibitors from Mexico and South
America represented the largest
contingent ever from Latin America.

Positive as they are, these statistics
do not fully convey the degree of
success achieved by NPE2012,
according to William R. Carteaux,
president and CEO of the Society of
the Plastics Industry (SPI). “There
was far more plastics processing
equipment operating on the exhibit
floor than in 2009, much greater
attendance at the co-located
conferences, and a larger and more
exciting program of special events,”
Carteaux said. “In addition, both
exhibitors and visitors gave SPI
overwhelmingly positive feedback
on the new venue in Orlando,
supporting our decision to schedule
both the 2012 and 2015 NPEs there.”

In 2015, NPE will again take place
at the Orange County Convention
Center in Orlando. Scheduled for
March 22-26, NPE2015 will conclude
ten days prior to Easter and will not
overlap the traditional Spring Break
period.

a series of programs that we analyzed
the carbon footprint of the building
and we are confident when we say it
is the lowest carbon footprint stadium
that has ever been built for an Olympic
Games, or for any major stadium of
that scale,” Rod Sheard, the stadium’s
architect, told Olympic.org.

He also emphasized that the stadium
is capable of being transformed into
a smaller facility after the games have
ended. The New York Times reports
that officials even harvested rainwater
for the arena’s toilet systems as well as
the nearby BMX track.

Eco Products and Packaging: With
so much anticipated waste during the

games, LOCOG implemented a rule
that every scrap of food and beverage
packaging at the Olympics must be
compostable or recyclable.

Before the games started, the Coca-
Cola Company announced that it will be
placing 260 new recycling bins around
the Olympic city center for recycling
during and after the games.

McDonald’s utilized Mater-Bi bioplastic
packaging by Novamont for the utensils
and containers in its Olympic Park
restaurant during the games. Plans
have also been set to recycle three-
quarters of the restaurant’s construction
materials.

Plastics Today reports there were

approximately 4,000 containers for
recycling, composting and residual
water across the Olympic venues.

Sustainable Transportation: To
reduce pollution, the Olympics Active
Travel program was launched in October
2011. The initiative “aimed at achieving
1 million extra journeys by walking
and cycling in London each day of the
Games.” As part of London’s Barclays
Bike Hire Program, an estimated 8,000
bikes were available for visitors.

Despite these green efforts, critics argue
that the Olympics has failed to be fully
sustainable, though the WWF recently
issued a report claiming that the games
have met sustainability goals.
